From start to finish this artwork 
was made with the highest level 
of care, materials were used 
effectively, surfaces were kept 
neat and treated with respect.

This artwork was made with a 
high level of care, materials 
were used effectively, 
surfaces were kept neat and 
treated with respect. 

11 to >6.0 pts 
Needs work 
This artwork was made with 
some care, but neatness 
could be improved. 

6 to >0 pts 
Nowhere to go but up! 
This artwork was made 
with a minimal level of 
care. Workmanship was 
unintentionally sloppy.

Artwork is documented in a thoughtful and 
well-planned way, using the four steps. The 
digital file is a true representation of 
physical artwork.

Photograph barely 
included any of the 
following: lighting, 
placement, framing, and 
cropping.
